= Notebooks:
7- one subject note books (for Vocabulary, Reading, Language Arts, Social Studies, Science, Religion, Math),
The teachers for Spanish and Music will let your child know what they need.
1- marble composition book (for morning journaling)
1- package of looseleaf paper in a 1" binder

= Folders:

At least 5 #2 pencils (sharpened), Permanent ink pens (blue , black, and red) (NO click pens), a highlighter, a
good pencil eraser, and a ruler. NO PENCIL SHARPENERS. All writing supplies are to be kept in a pencil
case that fits in the desk.

= Art box and Art supplies:Please purchase a Ziplock container with the following dimensions: 10” X 6” X 3”
(approx.). A label will be provided for each child's art box.
Each art box should contain:
= crayons

glue (stick and liquid)
Black sharpie marker
= For Computers - Students may use the flash drive from this last year.
= For Language Arts - A Student Dictionary and a Thesaurus
= For the classroom: On the first day of school, please have your child bring with them:

= Antibacterial hand wipes - please do not send in baby wipes or Clorox/Lysol wipes
